	1.  Police, Fire, Ambulance
	The first answer to a ‘000’ call will be made from a Telstra call centre in Sydney or Melbourne. The aim of your response will be to direct the call to the correct NSW Ambulance Operations Centre.

For State Forest operations, these are relevant:

Newcastle  -  coastal areas north of   Doyalson to Qld border.

Dubbo  -  Western NSW, north from Cooma/Grenfell including Bathurst sector.

Wollongong  -  South coast, Illawarra region and Riverina south from West Wyalong. 

Response will be for example:

‘NSW Ambulance Newcastle Operations Centre’.




The call is then transferred immediately to the nominated NSW Ambulance Operations Centre.

The call is then transferred to the operator in the Operations Centre who is responsible for Ambulance dispatch in the region identified from the above information.  Normally the Ambulance dispatch process will have been triggered by this stage and the next step is to provide adequate information to get the Ambulance to the designated meeting point. 

This information is taken by the Operator in ‘free text’ as opposed to the rigid proforma for the information given up to now.
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	7.  Where is the accident?
	The location of the accident site should be given as a six figure grid reference from a 1:100000 sheet and as a GPS fix for latitude and longitude – degrees and minutes to 3 decimal places.

The location of the meeting point at which the Ambulance will be met should similarly be given as a grid reference and GPS reference as well as its local name if it has one.

eg. ‘Accident site grid reference 1:100 000 sheet Gilgandra no. 8634, grid 809 715,  

known lat/long S 310 52.660’, E 1480 54.833’. 

We will meet the ambulance at Denmire Rd/Mendooran Rd intersection grid reference 890 645, known lat/long.   S 310 56.480’  E 149 0 00.000’.’

Directions should be given for the Ambulance to navigate from the nearest Ambulance Station designated above to the meeting point. Do not assume that the Ambulance driver will know where to go. The Ambulance may be dispatched from another station but the same directions will apply.

If a four wheel drive Ambulance is required, this should be specified.

If CB radio is available – nominate the Channel No.

eg, From Dubbo, proceed to Brocklehurst (7km). Turn right onto the road to Mogriguy for 3.2kms then turn right across the railway line onto the Mendooran Road for 43.5kms. Just before the Denmire Creek Bridge is the Denmire Rd turnoff.    This is the ambulance meeting point.

4wd Ambulance would be best.  The Group leaders vehicle to meet the ambulance is a white Toyota Prado with CB radio on Channel 14.
